Case #CU-01-08, the above mentioned applicants are requesting the Board of Zoning Appeals grant a CONDITINAL USE under Sec. 16.04 of the Bethel Township Zoning Resolution, for a commercial recreation facility to operate monthly fundraising events for charity/non-profit organizations.  These fundraising events would include live bands playing.  Section 16.04 lists commercial recreation as a conditionally permitted use.  

Case #V-03-08, the above mentioned applicants are requesting a ZONING VARIANCE under Sec. 30.36 of the Bethel Township Zoning Resolution from the maximum permitted sound level during day and nighttime hours. The applicant is requesting that the 60 dBA allowed during daylight hours and the 45 dBA allowed for nighttime hours be increased to 100 dBA’s for both day and night.
