Discussion did take place before the vote was taken.  Chief Carl Blackburn explained that currently we use two different systems to staff the firehouse. During the daytime hours of 0600 to 1800 we have 3 people on station that is paid hourly.  During the night we use a paid on call system, where the individual gets paid by the hour only if there is a run.  And for the entire night they get what ever their hourly rate is.  So for the entire night, if they get paid 13.00 per hour, they would receive 13.00 for the entire night.  A lot of these individuals do not stay on station, increasing our response time during the evenings anywhere from 5 to 8 minutes depending on the night.  During the daytime we are out the door in 2 minutes.  What we are proposing to do is to set a flat rate depending on their certification level with a stipulation that they would have to stay on premises which will decrease our response time and increase our service to the community.  This will begin February 1, 2009.
Mr. Blackburn also thanked Mr. Gebhart and Mrs. Watson for their help in implementing this plan.
