The Bethel Township Board of Trustees met in Workshop Session Tuesday, February 17, 2009 at 8:30am at the Bethel Township Meeting Room, 8735 South Second Street, Brandt.  Members present were Jerry Hirt, Beth Vanhaaren, and Cliff Wray.   

The meeting was called to order by Beth Vanhaaren.

The Board of Trustees of Bethel Township met to discuss departmental issues.

Road Department discussed problems associated with the recycling center, and possible solutions.  Issues with the readability of the fuel pump gauges were discussed.  
Trustee Vanhaaren passed along a residents complement concerning a chimney fire at their home earlier in February.

Planning and Zoning reported that a letter was sent requesting Sheriff Cox’s assistance in enforcing the Zoning Resolution noise standards.  Planning and Zoning was still awaiting a response from the Sheriff’s office.

Trustee Vanhaaren shared information from the Miami County Sanitary Engineer’s office concerning current projects in Brandt and Phoneton.
Administrator Gebhart spoke on several topics.  The UVMC –Employee Assistance Program was discussed again.
