PUBLIC COMMENTS ON ANY TOPIC
Joe Sumpter had many questions and comments for the trustees.
· He handed maps to the Trustees, of the Township with guidelines of how he would like to see a more defined land use plan in the area of Phoneton.  He would like to see a bank, post office and maybe a funeral home as anchors in the Township

· He would like to see articles from different organizations or committees in the community included in our Township Quarterly Newsletter.

· He would like Township Precinct lines changed to have clearer cut boundaries.

· He would like to see the Trustees have a two year term limit and maybe have 4 Trustees instead of 3.

· He asked some budget questions and requested that the Trustees consider a reduction in pay.

· He questioned what ever happened to the CIC, (Community Improvement Coorporation.)

· He asked for the Bethel Beautification Board to be re-established.

· He had concerns of Barns that have fallen and the pile of rubble that has not been removed.

· He would like to see Bethel Township have an Income Tax.

· He requested that the placement of the Historical Marker be reconsidered once again.

Trustee Vanhaaren responded that the Board of Elections has the authority to make changes on precinct boundaries and that he might want to contact them.

Trustee Hirt said that the state mandates the number of Trustees a Township may have they also mandate the term limit and their salaries.  

Both Trustee Hirt and Vanhaaren responded that if we were a Home Rule Township we would have 5 Trustees.  We cannot be Home Ruled unless we have 5000 residents.  At this time we do not.  Maybe when the 2010 Census comes out we then can look into becoming a Home Rule Township, but there are many pros and cons to doing so.

Trustee Hirt commented back that the Ohio Revised Code protects agriculturally zoned properties and buildings associated with agricultural uses.   
Trustee Vanhaaren responded that the Trustees realize that in the future they will involve the Historical Society and community in the discussions on where to put historical signs but at this time the decision has been made.  All his concerns were looked at and the three Trustees decided it will be placed on the Wenrick Property. 

The Trustees thanked Mr. Sumpter for all his time and concern and welcomed him to come back at anytime with any new concerns he might have. 
Resident Ron Mack suggested that if possible could the Historical Society place a similar sign directly on the Phone Company building.
Administrator Mike Gebhart responded that he contacted  Zach Balassone, the byway coordinated for the National Road Association  and they would be willing to work with the Historical Society on this.
